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Candlestick

The candlestick chart plots data points for four key price fluctuations of a stexkigh,low, open, and
close. The plots form a candlestick with three parts: upper shadow, real body, and lower shadow.

Upper Shadow— Also referred to as the top wick of the candle, the vertical distance between the high
and close form the upper shadow of the pan.

Real Body- The middle of the candlewick pattern that corresponds to the vertical difference between
the open and close prider the stock This section is colored red or green; red indicating the close price
is lower than the open price and greemdicating the close price is higher than the open priogically,
